Medway Children’s Services will continue to have a real focus on the quality of their practice, particularly assessments, plans and interventions, and will work with all their partners to develop their early help services, services in relation to domestic abuse, and contextual safeguarding. Their practice model, Signs of Safety, will underpin all their interventions.
Their other key focus of activity will be on building the capacity and capability of their workforce as they know that moving to a more permanent workforce, who are supported and can develop their skills, will be essential to the success of their improvement plan. A new and updated Workforce Development Strategy will support this area of the improvement plan.
