Safeguarding Practice Review Panel





The safeguarding system is facing organised criminal businesses that are skilled at identifying and entrapping children, using coercion, control and manipulation to push them into criminal activity. Too many children are dying or suffering from serious harm as a result of criminal exploitation and this is unacceptable. Investment in helping to protect this group is essential and urgent. Doing nothing is not an option.











The work of the national Child Safeguarding Practice Review Panel draws on the notifications, rapid reviews and serious case reviews that they receive every day. These supply a contemporary and detailed overview of incidents of serious and fatal child maltreatment across England. The Panel have recently published a report on a national review into adolescent deaths or serious harm where criminal exploitation was a factor.  The review was a qualitative study of 21 cases from 17 local areas regarding children who died or experienced serious harm where criminal exploitation was a factor.








This is the first review of the National Child Safeguarding Practice Review Panel. The review sets out recommendations and findings for government and local safeguarding partners to protect children at risk of criminal exploitation








The review makes four national recommendations and sets out a number of learning points for local organisations to focus on including:

understanding the nature and scale of the problem and identifying children engaged with and at risk from criminal exploitation


tailored support for front line staff


service design and practice development 


quality assurance.
