Kent Drug and Alcohol Strategy 2023-2028


The Kent Drug and Alcohol Strategy consultation is now live. The consultation closes on the 31st of October 2022. The Strategy is owned and overseen by the Kent Substance Misuse Alliance, a partnership of key stakeholders who work together to tackle alcohol and drug related harms. This is important for the wide-reaching nature of substance misuse and importance of tackling supply, crime, and disorder.





The heart of this Strategy is to empower, encourage and support individuals and communities to take a more active role in preventing and reducing the harmful effects of drugs and alcohol in Kent. It contains 13 strategic priorities, grouped under three areas: Prevention, Treatment and Recovery, and Community Safety.





The Strategy is driven by the Kent Drug and Alcohol Needs Assessments, which are available to view from the 'Useful links' section on the web page. The assessments include a variety of data sources, including hospital episode data, ONS and Kent substance misuse treatment service data, taking account of national guidance and reflecting the evidence base.
